· Dee Murphy and the chorus will perform at the Harold Washington Library on Dec. 17.

· PTA holiday party will be held Dec. 18.

· A. Alvarado read a letter from Arne Duncan congratulating the school for its high ranking in the state.

· Following the LRE presentation to CPS, Hawthorne was recommended to be a “model” school. 

Public Comment:  No public comment.

PPLC:  Meeting on Dec. 4.

School Improvement Plan:  Suggested date for SIPAAA Sunday was Feb. 8 at 8:30.  K. Andrade called for a motion to approve the date. C. Oquendo made the motion; R. Wilen seconded the motion. The motion was approved.
Budget: $11,200 left in SGA account plus $7,800 in rollover monies.  
Building and Safety:  No report.
Curriculum:  Teachers met in committees to develop curriculum mapping.
Community:  No report.

PTA:  Wrapping paper and Affy Tapple fundraisers were successful.  Fall Party on Oct. 24 raised $2,000.  First Barnes & Noble fundraiser was held on Dec. 2.  No total yet but all books on teacher wish lists were purchased.  New spirit wear will debut at holiday party.  Look for information on upcoming used book fair.  Karen Pulver and Debbi Springer are looking for more volunteers for the spring fundraiser to be held on March 20 at Architectural Artifacts.  Next PTA meeting will be Dec. 10 at 6:30.
By-laws:  K. Andrade called for a motion to approve the by-laws. M. Brogan made the motion; R. Wilen seconded the motion. The motion was approved unanimously. 9-0-0
Old Business: K. Andrade presented an update on the turf field along with a drawing from the architect.  Project manager Bob Foster has not yet secured a turf contractor and he is only soliciting contracts from providers that use lead-free materials.  He will keep us updated.  A. Alvarado said she will report on the name of the contractor and the material being used as soon as that information is available.  The forum for this dialogue will be the LSC meetings.  Information also will be posted along with the LSC minutes prior to the meeting.  Start date for the project is the week after school lets out for the summer.  
New Business: No new business.

Public Comment: Questions were raised about the material and contractor for the turf field and the amount of time between when the information will be reported to the LSC and when it will be approved.  A. Alvarado assured the LSC that student safety is her foremost concern and that both she and B. Foster will only approve a contractor that uses lead-free materials.  She also assured the group that she will report on the information as soon as it becomes available, using the proper channels.  If parents wish, they can investigate on their own the viability of the proposed contractor and materials.
Adjournment:  K. Andrade called for a motion to adjourn the meeting.  S. Schultz made the motion; C. Oquendo seconded the motion.  The motion was approved and the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m. The next meeting will be on Jan. 14 at 7:00 in the auditorium.
